If each one 
of us gave 2 hours per month, the building, the 
kitchen, the programs, the teaching and the reli-
gious school and library, could be so much more 
than they already are.  Working and learning and 
cooking together, always gives me so much more 
than I expect it to.  A group of people is more than 
the some of the individuals.   The laughter, the 
sharing of ideas and memories, and the learning of 
new information and dreams, can and will enrich 
us all.  Let us each try to give a bit of ourselves, so 
that our congregation benefits as much as possi-
ble.  The group is truly greater when each of us 
shares our best self.

The 
Annapolis Conference has con-
cluded, and it seems that any 
fears that we had of Israeli pub-
lic relations suffering as a result 
haven't born fruit.

Intelligence Estimate tells us that Iran suspended its 
nuclear weapons program in 2003 has been met with 
disbelief, betrayal and confusion among allies and oth-
ers.  Israel continues to indicate that it is certain that 
Iran does, indeed, have a nuclear weapons program, 
and that we should not let our guard down.

Fruit For Thought for Tu BiSh’vat, the New Year for Trees�
�

Tu BiSh’vat, the 15th of Shevat on the Jewish calendar 
(this year, Tuesday, January 22nd  2008), is the day 
that marks the beginning of a "New Year for Trees." 
This is the season in which the earliest-blooming trees 
in the Land of Israel emerge from their winter sleep and 
begin a new fruit-bearing cycle. 

Legally, the "New Year for Trees" relates to the various 
tithes that must be separated from produce grown in the 
Holy Land. These tithes differ from year to year in the 
seven-year Shemittah cycle; the point at which a bud-
ding fruit is considered to belong to the next year of the 
cycle is the 15th of Shevat. 

We mark the day of Tu BiSh’vat by eating fruit, particu-
larly from the "Seven Kinds" that are singled out by the 
Torah in its praise of the bounty of the Holy Land: 
wheat, barley, grapes, figs, pomegranates, olives and 
dates. On this day we remember that "Man is a tree of 
the field" (Deuteronomy 20:19) and reflect on the les-
sons we can derive from our botanical analogue.

Tu BiSh’vat -- the 15th of the Hebrew month of Shevat -
- is known as the "New Year for Trees." Naturally this 
would be a time for trees to engage in soul-searching -- 
the same way people do on Rosh Hashanah. Here is a 
tree's New Year Checklist: 

�  Did I shelter the seedlings that live in my shade -- so 
they will grow up to be a next generation like myself?

Since 1977, he has been on the faculty of the Shalom 
Hartman Institute in Israel, where he is involved in 
teacher education, curriculum writing and research. 

For the past decade, Dr. Zion has been researching, writ-
ing, and teaching about a renaissance in home-based Ju-
daism.   

He provides resources to empower creatively Jews, so that 
they may customize their own holiday experiences in the 
home.  His list of publications indicates the breath and in-
fluence of his interests. 

In 1996, he was a consultant and contributor for Talking 
About Genesis, the resource guide for the Bill Moyers PBS 
series on Genesis.  The following year, he published A Dif-
ferent Night:  The Family Participation Haggadah and 
Leader’s Guide.  This book became a best-seller that is 
cited by many for the pluralist and practical ideas for lead-
ing Seders.  In 2000, Dr. Zion published A Different Light:  
Hanukkah Seder and Profiles in Contemporary Jewish 
Courage.  He and his son published in Hebrew the first 
pluralistic Israeli haggadah, Halaila ha Zeh, in 2004.  He 
also published A Day Apart:  Celebrating Shabbat at 
Home, a guide to Shabbat table life, with blessings, reflec-
tions, stories, and activities. 

Noam and his wife Marcella, a childbirth educator and 
family therapist, and their five children live in Jerusalem.
